Purpose. This article examines the pro-ecological behavior of the individual in terms of psychological
determinants of its formation. The aim is to study the interpretation of the concept of “ecologically oriented
personality” and the determinants of the formation of appropriate personality behavior in psychology.

Methods. The study used such general scientific methods as analysis, synthesis, comparison
and generalization. Both the most popular theories of formation of ecologically oriented behavior of the person,
and its modern researches served as a basis.

Results. Significant scientific interest in the psychological correlates of environmental behavior focuses
on the demographic and socio-psychological characteristics of people who consistently perform appropriate



environmentally oriented actions. Accordingly, the psychological features of ecologically oriented behavior are
precisely the driving forces that motivate, or, conversely — do not contribute to pro-environmental activities in
relation to the environment. Describes theories of personality behavior in relation to the environment, proposed
by scientists, such as: altruistic, lifestyle, self-efficacy, and so on. It is determined that a universal concept is
a way of life — a way and established habits of life. Much attention is also paid to the concept of self-efficacy
as a driver of pro-ecological human activities.

Conclusions. The subject of this article is relevant and is gaining more and more interest in the scientific
world. The process of studying the correlates of ecologically oriented behavior is not what is completed, but
moves to the peak of'its popularity and need. The analysis of scientific theories and developments makes it clear
that the set of statements about ecologically oriented personality is to define it as demonstrating the regularity
of actions in various spheres of life in relation to the environment, such as energy efficiency and water
consumption, use of environmentally friendly modes of transport, waste reduction. Ecological behavior is part
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of ecological consciousness and depends on it.

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Purpose. The goal is to investigate the current state of development of the problem of individual
competitiveness in psychological science. The relevance of the research is determined by the dynamic
development of the modern world, which requires highly qualified competitive specialists capable of effective
activity at the level of European standards.

Methods. The following methods were used: theoretical analysis of the psychological phenomenon
of competitiveness, comparison, synthesis and generalization of modern scientific research on competitiveness.

Results. Based on the study of specialized psychological literature, the understanding of competitiveness
has been deepened, and the scientific approaches of foreign and domestic researchers regarding the definition
of the essence, main components, conditions and factors of the development of a competitive personality have
been generalized and systematized. The results of the study are planned to be used as a basis for empirical
research and the development of a program of psychological assistance in the development of individual
competitiveness.

Conclusions. It was found that the competitiveness of an individual is determined by the degree
of correspondence of personal qualities and professional knowledge, abilities and skills of a competitive specialist
to the objective requirements of professional activity and socio-economic conditions. The authors of the article
note that the personal components of a competitive specialist include axiological, cognitive, proxeological
and reflective components. In various conceptual models of the development of a competitive personality,
the following are considered: as an object of development — integral characteristics of the personality; as
a fundamental condition — the transition to a higher level of self-awareness, as driving forces — the contradictory
unity of the [-acting, I-reflected and I-creative; as a result of development — creative self-realization. A promising
vector for further research of the specified problem has been identified, namely the construction of a model

MANIFESTATIONS OF MORAL INJURY SYMPTOMS IN MILITARY PERSONNEL
AND CIVILIAN PERSONS IN THE WAR PERIOD

The purpose of our research is a theoretical-empirical study of the symptoms of moral injury (MI) in
three groups: the civilian persons, military personnel participating in the protection of critical infrastructure
facilities, and active combatants during the full-scale Russian military invasion into Ukraine in 2022.

Methods. They took part in the study students and teachers of the Lutsk Pedagogical College (n=105),
teachers of secondary schools of Volyn region (n=6), service members of the National Guard of Ukraine
(n=90) and pilots of the tactical aviation brigade (n=80), totally 281 persons, participated in the study. The
methods as follows were used in the study: questionnaires to determine the impact of post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD), (PCL-5), symptoms depression severity (Patient Health Questionnaire, PHG-9), anxiety
level (A Brief Measure for Assessing Generalized Anxiety Disorder, GAD-7) and moral trauma symptoms
(Moral Injury Symptom Scale — Military Version Short Form, MISS-M-SF). The data were analyzed using
the statistical method — one-factor analysis of ANOVA, SPSS v.24.0 (IBM Corp. Released 2016) variance.
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Results. Ml is a construct expressing experiences because of actions that contradict the inner convictions
or the moral code of an individual. This type of injury is mostly studied in military personnel because they
perform combat tasks and are exposed to prolonged traumatic stress. Regardless of the specifics, there are
more studies of moral traumatization of the civilian persons, including medical personnel engaged with various
patients. The results of our research indicate that the most morally traumatized persons are military personnel
who took part in and are participating in military operations (M=39,70, SD=10,50). The results indicate that
National Guard soldiers have the lowest rates of moral injury (M=29,94, SD=9,29). This may be because they
guard critical infrastructure facilities and the state border in places where active hostilities are not taking place.

Conclusions. The results of the study indicate that MI during full-scale Russian military invasion into
Ukraine is not only received by military personnel performing combat tasks, but also by the civilian persons,
since civilians were not prepared psychologically before the start of the war.

PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF THE LEADERSHIP QUALITIES STRUCTURE
OF BILINGUAL STUDENTS

The purpose of the research presented in the article was to clarify the not yet fully studied aspect
of the structure of leadership qualities in bilingual students and to develop psychological and pedagogical
recommendations for the progress of leadership qualities in such multilingual students. The research method
was an ascertaining experiment with the use of the following psychological methods: diagnosis of 1eadersh1p
abilities (E. Zharikov, E. Krushelnytskyi), “Diagnostics of communicative and organizational tendencies”
(B. Fedoryshyn), “I am a leader” (A. Lutoshkin). The sample included 50 students of the FPSW Odessa
I.I. Mechnikov National University in 2021. Results. According to the first method, it was found that 40%
of the subjects have weak leadership qualities, it is desirable for them to develop their leadership qualities, to
be more decisive and proactive. The average level is found at 52%, these people, in addition to everything, are
strong-willed, patient, and adapt well to new conditions. A high level of leadership qualities is found only in
two subjects. Two students scored more than 40 points, which indicates that they are prone to authoritarianism.
According to the third method, a five-component distribution of the subjects’ ability to be a leader was
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determined in connection with the level of development of their organizational and communicative qualities.
In order to specify exactly, which leadership qualities need further development, a study of bilingual students
was carried out using the “I am a leader” test, which specifies 8 types of leadership qualities. It was found that
the highest level of leadership characteristic of the subjects (36%) was the quality of “awareness of the goal”’;
at the lowest level — the quality of “knowledge of the organizational work rules” (was not developed in 28%
of subjects). Conclusions. Among the tested, a large number showed an insufficient level of leadership qualities
development, we estimate this as a negative trend in their personal and social positions; therefore, we gave
psychological and pedagogical recommendations for the progress of leadership qualities of bilingual students.
Their practical implementation will help determine the direction that needs refinement and choose methods
and techniques for further development of leadership potential.

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The article considers the aspects of value orientations, motivations of people who were diagnosed cancer,
social and psychological life values transformation of cancer patients.

Article objective is the theoretic and empiric investigation of the cancer influence on psychological aspects
of life values transformation of cancer patients.

Methods. In order to solve the research tasks there were many methods used, specifically, theoretical
and methodological analysis, systematization and generalization of psychological data based on the research
problem, the empiric method chosen was Personal values survey by Milton Rokeach.

Statistical methods of the research are the methods of mathematical statistics, comparative analysis,
and the Pearson correlation coefficient. Patients who were diagnosed cancer of different localizations
participated in the research. Total sample size consists of 79 people, 19 of which are male patients and 50 female
patients, who receive oncologic treatment in the departments of “Kherson regional oncological hospital” with
the disease duration for more than two months.

Research results. According to the results of our research it was established that the oncologic disease
interferes not only the biologic aspect of person existence but also the social one. The data we received points to
the character of transformation processes with their focus on the values inherent to creating the motives-targets for
the maximum comfortable existence of the own self with minimum attention to the social aspects of life.
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Conclusion. On the basis of the research results received we see that during the period of cancer treatment
person chooses safety and fundamentals of own self in personal and family life as the core values to focus on.

The values which refer to the social life, perspectives of personality development in the society occupy
indifferent and insignificant place in the life of people who has cancer.

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The article goal is to identify a set of personal qualities that contribute to effective entrepreneurship
and the specific development of such qualities.

Methods: the test for general entrepreneurial abilities (GET TEST); the test-questionnaire for self-
organization; the self-determination test; the General Self-Efficacy Scale developed by R. Schwarzer,
M. Jerusalem. The research sample consisted of 62 people — representatives of small businesses (successful
entrepreneurs and beginners) who belonged to three main activity spheres (goods sales, provision of services,
production).

Results. The main entrepreneurial motives are the desire for initiative and activity, respect and self-respect,
self-realization, risk acceptance. The entrepreneurial abilities compared among successful entrepreneurs
and beginners showed some reliable differences: in particular, successful entrepreneurs had higher need for
achievements, better purposefulness and determination, their need for independence was more pronounced;
their creativity, the ability to accept reasonable risks, purposefulness and determination were more strongly
expressed. As for personal determinants of entrepreneurial success, the factors of personal autonomy, self-
expression, purposefulness, planning and self-efficacy were greatly important.

Conclusions. The psychological factor influencing most strongly entrepreneurial activities was
an individual’s motivation for self-realization, the motives of commercial success, freedom and independence
were important to the nearly same degree. The internal basis for an individual’s successful entrepreneurship
included: the desire for freedom and independence, self-efficacy; the faith in one’s own abilities; the need for
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achievement; willpower and organizational abilities; existing life goals; meaningfulness of life; purposefulness;
self-organization; the ability to control life events; perseverance and planning; innovativeness, desire for
novelty and intuition; the ability to accept reasonable risks; creativity.

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Purpose. The article considers the dimensions of ethnic tolerance of Ukrainian student youth.

Methods. To collect data on the peculiarities of ethnic tolerance of student youth, we used the questionnaire
“Types of ethnic identity” (by G.U. Soldatova, S.V. Ryzhova). The study involved I-II year students of three
universities in the southern region of Ukraine: Odesa I.I. Mechnikov National University (59 people), Kherson
State University (38 people) and Kherson Institute of the Interregional Academy of Personnel Management
(19 people). All respondents received higher education in the humanities, which led to a quantitative advantage
of girls in the sample. Age of subjects — from 16 to 20 years (mean age 18,12+0,86). A characteristic difference
of the sample is the ethnolinguistic aspect — although all respondents are citizens of Ukraine, the vast majority
of respondents use Russian in everyday communication.

Results. An empirical study of ethnic tolerance of Ukrainian students found that the leading type of ethnic
identity of the studied student sample was a positive ethnic identity, the optimal balance of tolerance towards
their own and other ethnic groups — this figure prevails in 76,7% of respondents. Among them, 28,4% have
a positive ethnic identity complemented by pronounced manifestations of ethnic indifference, which is
manifested in the irrelevance of their own ethnicity.

Conclusions. The dominance of hypoidentity or hyperidentity (in the form of ethno-fanaticism and ethno-
egoism) occurs in 10-13% of students, which is a low figure, but it should not be ignored, these cases require
close attention of researchers. Prospects for further research are to identify psychological mechanisms for
the formation of cognitive attitudes, emotional experiences, a component of the national identity of the Ukrainian
people of different generations.

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The purpose of the article is to empirically investigate the peculiarities of reflexive and phenomenological
correlates of the life realization of an individual.

Methods. Theoretical — analysis and synthesis, specification, generalization, systematization, comparison
of scientific provisions; empirical — questionnaires and testing implemented through relevant psychodiagnostic
tools: the test “Coping behavior in stressful situations” by S. Norman and others, adapted by T. Kryukova;
questionnaire “Polydimensional scale of perfectionism” by P. Gewitt and H. Flett; the methodology “Research
of masculinity-femininity of the individual” by S. Bem; mathematical and statistical — calculating percentages,
finding descriptive statistics data, correlation analysis (according to Ch. Pearson).
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Results. The essence of the concept of axiopsychological design of the life realization of the individual
is revealed. The dominance of “task solving” coping was revealed, which was expressed at the average
(63.75%) and high (36.25%) levels, as well as the low (58.56%) and average (41.44%) levels of the strategy
" avoidance". Among the components of perfectionism, the priority of socially attributed perfectionism, or
socially normalized perfectionism, was established. The vast majority of respondents (66%) have an average
level of perfectionism, 15% have a high level, and 19% have a low level. A manifestation of androgyny (5.08 —
the main index) was established due to the predominance of the indicator of the “masculinity” scale (5.42).
Regular intratest correlations were revealed, as well as a statistically significant (p = 0.01; p = 0.05) negative
correlation between femininity and avoidance.

Conclusions. The study of reflexive and phenomenological correlates of life realization shows that
the interviewed teachers of the period of late adulthood both rationally and emotionally adequately interpret
their personality, life experience, their own present —activity, intellectual activity, experiences and, accordingly,
their future — plans and perspectives. A reflective attitude to one's life turns a person's life path into an object
of creative activity, and he becomes his subject, psychologically ready for future events. Reflection is
the principle of existence and development of the inner world of man.

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The article is devoted to the problem of an integrative approach to determining the specifics of experiencing
multiple traumas of the Russian-Ukrainian war. War encompasses all possible elements of trauma, its impact
is long-lasting and, in our conditions, unpredictable in duration and intensity.

The purpose of the article is an empirical study of the age-specific peculiarities of war trauma experiencing
in the context of psychological knowledge about personality in crisis situations integration.

Research methods: Hospital scale of anxiety and depression (HADS, Zigmond, Snaith, 1983),
PCL-5 (Weathers, Litz, Keane, 2013), questionnaire of grief reactions (HGRC, Hogan, 2001), Inventory
of Social Support (Hogan, Schmidt, 2016). In this study, we compared the war traumas of persons aged 13 to
70 who were in the zone of active hostilities, left it through internal migration, and were in their cities and towns
under temporary occupation (Kyiv, Sumy, Kharkiv region), in total 328 people participated in the study.

Results of the study: regardless of age, such war traumas as separation from family members, numerous
deaths of family members and friends, destroyed houses, and the death of pets are characteristic of the subjects,
regardless of age; most of all, war trauma affected the system of values and beliefs of teenagers and young people
who, for almost the first time in their lives, encountered an uncontrolled world, in them we can state the presence
of moral trauma, in the absence of PTSD symptoms. There are statistically significant negative correlations
of social support with PCL-5 scores, particularly avoidance and intrusions, and with HADS depressive symptoms.

Conclusions: all study participants have traumatic events that cause irritability, increased excitability,
problems with sleep and eating behavior, but do not lead to post-traumatic disorders; the vast majority of subjects
under the age of 50 are mobilized for further struggle for victory, PTSD symptoms are not significantly
expressed in them, as well as guilt, anger, despair accompanying traumatic losses, on the other hand, those
over 50 have difficulty adapting to a new place of residence, more attached to their homes and households,
separation from which is accompanied by despair and panic reactions.

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The aim of the study is to establish the relationship between the youth's ideas about the style of family
upbringing in the parental family and the indicators of general internality as the ability to take responsibility for
the results and consequences of their activities. The scientific approach to the construction of life projects by
E.V. Cherny, O.R.Tuchina has been taken as a basis. According to the authors' opinion, there is a bipolar model
of the human life determination, where one pole is repressiveness as a set of the potential or actual practices,
and technologies, which oppress or carry a threat to suppress a person, their subjectivity, individuality, freedom,
the other pole is permissiveness (Engl. permission — to allow).

The research methods have been applied: The methodology ‘The level of subjective control’ (E.F. Bazhin,
L.M. Etkind); The questionnaire ‘The styles of parental attitude: repressiveness/permissiveness’ (E.V. Chernyi).

The results. It has been established that the concepts ‘type of family upbringing’, ‘style of parental attitude’,
and ‘parental position’ are close in content. The style of parental attitude is an integral multi-dimensional
formation, in which the emotional component is highlighted (feeling attitude towards the child), the cognitive
component (the idea of the child, of oneself as parents, of the family situation in general), the behavioral
component reflects the readiness for certain actions, and real actions towards the child.

The conclusions. It has been found out that the student youth's ideas about the upbringing style in the parental
family are related to the indicator of general internality at a statistically significant level; that is, the young
people, who believe that they were brought up in an open, partnership, trusting atmosphere, to a greater extent

in adulthood, are able to take responsibility for their actions, their results and consequences.

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The aim of the study is to determine the specifics of the city image among students of urban and rural origin.
The methods. The architectural semantic differential “The city” (A.S. Shemelina, O.E. Vanina) to identify
the main characteristics of the urban space perception, the differences and similarities of the urban environment
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perception by different people and groups. The semantic differential contains 28 pairs of polar definitions to be
rated on the scale from 1 to 5. The respondents were also offered the questionnaire’s questions regarding their
willingness to leave the city or stay. The research sample consisted of students of urban origin and those whose
parents live in the village, and the students live in a university dormitory.

The results. It has been revealed that the rural residents, when changing their place of living, have
the adaptation problem, that is, the transformation of the value-meaning system and identity. This transformation
can have the following consequences: positive (personal growth, discovery of creative aspects of one’s self,
self-realization), neutral (adaptation, restoration of the previous functional level, preservation of stable
connections with the self-image), negative (traumatic, destructive tendencies, disorganization reactions,
the feeling of loneliness, irritation).

The conclusions. The differences in the ideas of the city image by the students-“citizens” and students-
“villagers” have been established. It has been stated that the students who came to the city of Kherson to study
from rural areas consider the city to be more noisy, energetic, dynamic, fast in comparison with students-
Kherson’s residents. Yet, the students-“citizens” believe that the city is beautiful, cozy, and warm. It has been
determined that the desire to leave this city and change the city of residence is associated with a certain image
of the city, that is, the more negative characteristics the image has, the higher the probability of the students’

migration willingness, and the desire to find another city to live in.

SUBJECTIVE WELL-BEING: THEORETICAL INTERPRETATIONS, SUPPORTING
FACTORS AND RESOURCES
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Purpose. On the basis of theoretical interpretations analysis of the subjective well-being phenomenon to
identify the psychological factors and resources for its maintenance by young people who nowadays happen to
be in conditions of social uncertainty.

Methods: general theoretical methods of analysis, comparison, systematization, generalization,
interpretation of different scientific approaches and empirical results.

Results. The analysis of the well-being problem development has been carried out, the correlation between
the concepts of subjective and psychological well-being has been considered. Subjective well-being is defined
as a person’s emotional and evaluative attitude towards their own life, their own personality, relationships with
other people, and which is expressed through satisfaction with life in general and its individual spheres and is
the basis for self-realization. The factors and psychological resources of subjective well-being maintenance
have been analyzed, their specifics and differences between them have been determined. Adolescence is
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considered as a period when the trajectory of a person’s well-being is being established. At the same time, it is
noted that young people are one of the vulnerable social categories of population in the context of preserving
their health and psychological well-being, especially in conditions of social instability and uncertainty. The
psychological resources of an individual are presented as transformation means of such conditions perception,
and as the ones which play a key role in mastering them and maintaining subjective well-being.

Conclusions. Subjective well-being reflects the well-being of various aspects of entity and includes the person’s
assessment and attitude towards themselves and their life. It also involves the subject’s activity which determines
the desire for self-realization, confidence about the possibility and ability to influence situations, master them.
Focusing on uncertainty as a special social life background complicates certain aspects of achieving subjective
well-being by young people as one of the vulnerable social categories in the context of their well-being. The
inclusion of tolerance to uncertainty in the context of the young people’s subjective well-being research as

a psychological resource for its maintenance will become a perspective for further study.

INFODEMIC: SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL VECTORS OF REDUCING
INFORMATION OVERLOAD

Purpose. The relevance of the problem stated in the article drives from the fact that infodemic totally
influences all areas of human activity. Media (including social media) are considered to be one of the most
important factors in the process of creating and distributing infodemic narratives — both in an intentional or anon-
intentional way. This study aims to investigate how media influences an informative adaptation of a personality
during spread of coronavirus infection, to develop recommendations for protection and counteraction against
information superfluity. The scientific novelty of the study consists in assessment of the peculiarities of media
perception by people of different ages and employed in different areas of professional activity.

Methods. The study, organized as a quasi-experiment with unbounded samples, was undertaken in
two steps, the first of which was in March 2020, and the second — in April 2021. Variables were measured
with an extended Likert scale to assess different aspects of media flow. Sample populations were formed
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by using an online survey (namely, “respondent-driven sampling”) in compliance with procedures ensuring
representativeness. The focus of the results interpretation was on socially determined vectors of changes in
assessment of media flow.

Results. Two vectors have been singled out to explain changes in assessment of media flow under
infodemic circumstances. The first of them is mediated by age characteristics, while the second is mediated
by a field of professional activity. The first vector — desensitization — acts in the direction of loss of novelty
and attractiveness of information related to the pandemic. The second vector — pragmatism — is determined by
the usefulness of information for the organization of professional activity.

Conclusions. Media played a crucial role in making people connected in spite of isolation, providing
information regarding both the precautions, disease statistics, safety measures as well as health-threatening
misinformation, rumors and fake news. It is necessary to advocate an increasing responsibility of media
towards their target audiences for publishing fake news; deeper fact-checking of information that could be

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A theoretical and empirical analysis of the individual’s perceptions of career success is presented, and social
and psychological components of the perceptions are highlighted in the article. The aim of the article is to
analyze the individual’s perceptions of career success and to distinguish social and psychological components
and objective and subjective characteristics of career success.

The method of an associative experiment is used in the research, in particular, the method of voluntary
associations, which is focused on the identification of associations that have been formed in previous experience
of the specialist and the questionnaire “Who Am I’ (M. Kuhn, T. McPartland in T. Rumiantseva’s modification
and processing), for studying symbolic characteristics in two categories: objective (personal features and perception
of oneself as a professional) and subjective (social orientation and social expectations and orientation towards
the society). 82 respondents, aged 27 to 36, who had already achieved some success at the career level (having
status and recognition, obtaining a position, and growing professionally) took part in the experiment.

The results of the research prove that the respondents’ perception of the notion of “success” is determined
by the priorities of social competence, and the system of values of the society to which a person belongs puts
a certain mark on her or his typical features. The formation of perceptions as a process caused by previous
experience which determines a positive attitude towards themselves and the importance of generally accepted
rules and norms, as well as the reflection of their professional position, is identified. The vast majority (78%)
of respondents characterized themselves as a subject of activity in the social dimension. The self-characteristics
associated with groups denote the importance of the individual status in society and the interiorization
of the individual position in the social system.

Conclusions. It is stated that the conception of career success is based on the positioning of oneself on socially
valuable values and an understanding of the key personal values. The significance of the perception of career
success in the process of setting professional and life goals, and evaluating the success of the implementation
of'a personal strategy is clarified. The components of the concept of career success, which is an aggregate of values
of person’s social and personal space are revealed. It was found that the perception of career success is manifested
in the immutable interconnection of a person and society, with the specifics of dominant social needs.

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The aim of the study is a systematic review of publications on the problem of expressed emotion
of the caregivers towards individuals with mental and physical conditions.
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The research methods are analysis, synthesis, generalization of scientific literature in the period 2018-2022.
The study carried out the search using the keywords “expressed emotion”, “expressed emotion towards individuals
with chronic conditions”, “caregivers’ expressed emotion”, “family members’ expressed emotion”, “healthcare
staff’s expressed emotion” using the databases Scopus, PsycINFO, ResearchGate, Web of Science, PubMed,
IndMed. These bases were chosen due to the fact that they contain a great number of publications from the medical
and psychological fields. After searching for articles in these databases, the study focused on an additional search
was in Reaerch4Life and Mendeley to ensure full coverage of relevant publications. The main inclusive criteria
for publications are: a) research period 2018-2022; b) developed evidence-based research methodology to
examine expressed emotion of significant others or healhtcare staff; c) dyads — persons with a chronic condition
and their relatives, partners or healthcare professionals — participated in the research; d) the cross-sectional design
with mixed or quantitative research methods, in particular, standardized methods of studying expressed emotion
and obtaining reliable results; e) the subject of research is expressed emotion towards individuals with chronic
conditions; f) articles are published in peer-reviewed journals, which are indexed in databases.

The results of the study indicate that there is a tendency to assess expressed emotion rather towards
individuals with physical conditions than towards individuals with mental disorders. There is also emerging
research on the reciprocal nature of expressed emotion, the development of specific family interventions,
and the importance of low levels of caregivers’ and health care staff’s expressed emotion to health-related
quality of life in individuals with chronic conditions.

An important conclusion is that, despite the existence of expressed emotion research on individuals with
physical diagnoses, there is still a gap of studies aligned with conditions that require significant support from
relatives. Development of solid methodological foundations of research and assessing of expressed emotion

of family members and healthcare staff towards gastrointestinal diseases is worth of our further research.

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Purpose. The article aims to study the concept of “psychological correction” in the modern research
literature and proposes the concept “psychological correction of speech”.

Methods. The article uses theoretical research methods, namely analysis and generalization of the theoretical
and methodological foundations of research to determine the state of development of the problem and promising
directions for its solution.

Results. We consider it is important for our further research to clear the meaning of the following basic
concepts such as communication, personality-oriented approach, medical and psychological correction. In
the conditions of martial law in Ukraine, the number of people in need of special help and support at all levels
is significantly increasing, in particular with regard to the restoration of speech in case of local lesions of brain
structures. Since one of the most common nosological groups, characterized by a high level of disability
of working age, is a group of cerebrovascular pathologies associated with local brain damage, accompanied by
impaired higher mental functions, there is a need for more detailed study of psychological correction of speech
disorders after suffered a stroke in adults. One of the main conditions of speech communication is the feedback
provided by the acts of transmission and receipt of the speech message. The rupture of the connection between
these mechanisms in local brain lesions, which leads to the destruction of speech activity and makes it
impossible to communicate, lies at the heart of aphasia.

Conclusions. We consider the psychological correction of speech as a set of methods of subject-object
influence on the client in order to correct speech and thinking disorders that regulate behavior in a particular
speech situation.

Key words: psychologival correction, speech, communication, medical and psychological correction,
psychological consulting, stroke.

Introduction. Today in Ukraine there is
an increase in the prevalence and incidence
of cerebrovascular pathology, including acute cer-
ebrovascular disorders. According to P. Voloshyn,
T. Mishchenko, Ye. Lekomtseva cerebrovascular
diseases in 78% of cases lead to the development
of disability and significantly impair the quality
of life of patients. 53% of them need outside help,
48% have disabling hemiparesis, 30% develop
psychoorganic syndrome (BonowuH Ta iH., 2006).
Strokes leave behind a limitation of functionality in
the form of movement disorders, sensitivity, coor-
dination, speech and other higher brain functions,
which affects the ability to work, and sometimes
the ability to self-care. Today, in the conditions
of martial law in Ukraine, the number of people
in need of special help and support at all levels is
significantly increasing, in particular with regard to
the restoration of speech in case of local lesions
of brain structures.

1. Theoretical substantiation of the prob-
lem. Since one of the most common nosological
groups, characterized by a high level of disabil-
ity of working age, is a group of cerebrovascular
pathologies associated with local brain damage,
accompanied by impaired higher mental func-
tions, there is a need for more detailed study
of psychological correction of speech disorders
after suffered a stroke in adults.

That is why the aim of article is to study
the concept of “psychological correction” in
the modern research literature and propose
the concept “psychological correction of speech”.
We consider it important for our further research
to find out the meaning of the basic concepts.

2. Methodology and methods. The arti-
cle uses theoretical research methods, namely
analysis and generalization of the theoretical
and methodological foundations of research to

determine the state of development of the prob-
lem and promising directions for its solution.

3. Results and discussions. Competence
approach, as a personality-oriented, activity
and technological, is an important conceptual
framework that defines the modern methodology
of updating the content of education in general,
and special education in particular. Therefore,
the search for effective means of develop-
ing communication skills, correction of speech
disorders of persons after a stroke becomes
especially relevant. Deviations in communica-
tive activity, which are inherent in persons after
a stroke, have different manifestations, are dif-
ferently exposed to psychological and peda-
gogical influence and give variability to further
correctional and developmental work, including
psychological correction of personality.

The concept of “communication” is used in
the psychological literature in different meanings:
as an exchange of thoughts, feelings, experi-
ences L. Vygotskyi (Beirotckmin, 1999), S. Rubin-
stein (Py6buHwTtenH, 2009); as one of the types
of human activity B. Anan’ev (AHaHbeB, 1977),
M. Kagan (KaraH, 1988), O. Leontiev (JleoHTbEB,
2004); as interaction, relations between sub-
jects that have a dialogical nature V. Sokovnin
(CokoBHUH, 1974).

Communication is a process of establishing
and developing contacts between people, which
is generated by the needs of common activi-
ties and includes the exchange of information,
the development of the strategy of interaction,
perception and understanding of another person.

All levels of communicative interaction are
based on a single methodological approach —per-
sonal-activity O. Leontiev, which assumes that in
the center of communicative activity there are two
individuals, whose interaction is realized in activ-
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ity and through activity. “Personality, on the one
hand, the product of various communications,
and on the other hand — the creator of a mul-
ti-level communicative world” (JleoHTbeB, 2004).

The problem of personal approach found its
development in the works of S. Rubinstein, who
put forward an important position that revealed its
essence (PyouHwTernH, 2009). In explaining any
mental phenomena, the individual acts as a cohe-
sive set of internal conditions through which all
external influences are refracted. Everything in
the psychology of the personality that is being
formed is somehow determined externally, but
nothing in its development is derived directly
from external influences. External influence
gives one or another psychological effect, only
refracting through the mental state of the subject
through his existing thoughts and feelings. Under
the concept of “personal approach” S. Rubinstein
understands a qualitative vision of the depth
of the inner world of the subject, which reflects
any mental phenomenon in the development
of personality (Py6uHwTenH, 2009).

Personality-oriented approach is often estab-
lished as a key psychological and pedagogical
principle of the study of communicative activity
of the individual. Personality-oriented approach
is a kind of methodological tools, based on a set
of initial conceptual ideas, target settings that
provide a holistic understanding of the knowl-
edge of the individual, its development. This
means that every communicative act must be
subordinated to a certain close or distant goal
of personal development, so it must be effective
and successful.

S. Rubinstein and his followers devel-
oped the principle of unity of consciousness
and activity, according to which the human
psyche is not only manifested but also formed
in activity (PyobuHwTtenH, 2009). Thus, different
levels and types of consciousness, the psyche
in general, develop through certain activities
and behaviors: movement, action, deed. It is
communicative activity that changes its nature
and course. S. Rubinstein revealed the dialectic
of psychological activity, identifying the compo-
nents actively and their relationships. The struc-
ture of the entity is a complex relationship of its
components in relation to the purpose, motives
and conditions of activity (Py6uHwTtenH, 2009).

Scientists who have studied the theory
of speech communication (L. Vygotskyi, O. Leon-
tiev, O. Luria), consider it a kind of human activ-
ity — speech activity, which exists along with cog-
nitive, game, labor and others (Bbirotckuin, 1999;
JleoHTbeB, 2004; Jlypusa, 1963).

In turn, O. Leontiev, from the standpoint
of the theory of speech activity considers com-
munication, and accordingly communication,
as a certain side of it, and the activity itself as
a condition of communication. At the same time,

mutual informing of communication partners in
the process of communication involves the tran-
sition to mutual activities (JleoHTbes, 2003).

According to A. Bogush, the speech sit-
uation is a real life situation, the first stage
of the speech act, the implementation of com-
munication, communication under appropriate
conditions (Boryw, 2000).

The result of communication activity is
expressed in the reaction to the product
of this activity of other people and, accordingly,
in what motivates them to new (appropriate)
activity. In receptive types of speech activity,
the result of an impression is an understanding
of the semantic content of a speech utterance
and subsequent speech or other, non-speech
activity. The result of expression is the corre-
sponding speech or non-speech action of another
participant in speech communication, regardless
of whether this action has external expression or
not, it is carried out immediately or after some
time (Bbirotckun, 1999).

In the psychological literature, the follow-
ing three functions of communication are dis-
tinguished: informational, which is related to
the transfer of information by communication
partners to each other; affective, i. e. mutual
exchange of emotions; and regulatory, that is
the influence of one communication partner on
another, which should cause the latter to change
either his behavior, or his emotional state, or his
personality properties.

The study of speech situations and typical
speech behavior became the basis for the devel-
opment of situational methods implemented
in correctional pedagogy. This question is also
relevant for our study from the point of view
of methodical organization of the process of res-
toration of speech function in aphasia.

After the initial orientation in the problem situ-
ation, the stage of formation of the speech inten-
tion comes, where the speaker has an image
of the result, but does not yet have a plan for its
implementation. At this stage, thanks to the clear
selection of the communicative task, secondary
orientation takes place in the conditions of this
task.

The most difficult and responsible stage is
the creation of an internal program of speech
action, in which the speech intention is medi-
ated by the code of personal “meanings” fixed
in certain subjective code units. At this level,
the selection of means and ways of forming
and formulating one’s own thoughts in the pro-
cess of speech communication is realized. There
is planning, programming and internal organiza-
tion of speech activity using various language
means and methods.

According to the hypothesis of our study, on
the effectiveness of the process of psycholog-
ical correction of speech disorders after stroke
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in adults, provided that the psychologist creates
a correctional and developmental comfortable
environment in the institution to ensure the effec-
tiveness of the correction of speech disorders, etc.

One of the main conditions of speech com-
munication is feedback provided by acts of trans-
mission and reception of a speech message.
The disconnection between these mechanisms
in case of local brain lesions, which leads to
the destruction of speech activity and makes
speech communication impossible, is the basis
of the occurrence of aphasia.

As noted by |. Martynenko, on the basis
of a theoretical analysis of scientific sources, it
was found that non-verbal means are a neces-
sary condition for full-fledged communication
(MaptuHeHko, 2017). At the preverbal stage
of an individual's development, they are
the main means of communication and contrib-
ute to the formation of psycholinguistic mech-
anisms that cause the emergence of speech.
In the process of communication, non-verbal
means perform both a leading and a supple-
mentary role relative to verbal ones. Non-verbal
means for emotional coloring, expressiveness,
accuracy of speech communication acquire
special importance. According to the scientists’
conclusions, the use and understanding (inter-
pretation) of gestures, facial expressions, pan-
tomimes, prosody not only clarifies the content
of a speech message, but also allows you to
encourage communication, predict its course,
and respond adequately. Success in encoding
and decoding various non-verbal signs is not
only a guarantee of effective social perception,
but also of the entire process of interpersonal
communication.

Psychology is the science of the soul, the inner
and mental world of man, namely that part of it,
which is called practical, is designed to help peo-
ple solve vital problems. Unfortunately, our soci-
ety does not yet have a sufficiently developed
psychological culture, i.e. taking care of one’s
mental health, the ability to get out of a crisis, to
help one’s relatives. However, the need for men-
tal health care is more pressing than ever today
the world in general, and in Ukraine in particular.

Psychocorrection is a system of measures
aimed at correcting the shortcomings of psycho-
logical development or human behavior through
special measures of psychological influence.
Psychocorrection differs from psychological
development in that it deals with already formed
personality traits or behaviors and is aimed
at processing them, while the main task of devel-
opment is to form psychological qualities in
a person with insufficient development.

Speaking of people with speech disorders
after suffered a stroke in adults, medical and psy-
chological correction — a system of psychological
measures aimed at ensuring the full or maximum

possible private and social existence of the indi-
vidual in the presence of any diseases or to pre-
vent them from occurring or exacerbating exist-
ing diseases (KapasHu, CbipomsaTHukos, 2006:
123-131).

According to R. Chapey psycholinguistic
approaches to language recognize its three
integrated and interrelated components: cog-
nition, language, and communication, as well
as the integration of language content, form,
and use (Chapey, 2008). Content involves mean-
ing. Language refers to the structures of lan-
guage or the rule-based systems of phonology,
morphology, syntax, and semantics. Communi-
cation involves the use, purpose, or function that
a particular utterance or gesture serves at any
one time and its contextual realization. Cognition
involves the acquisition of knowledge of the world,
and the continued processing of this knowledge.
Cognition refers to all of the mental processes by
which information is transformed, reduced, elab-
orated, stored, recovered, and used.

In a psycholinguistic framework, aphasia
may be defined as an acquired impairment in
language content, form, and use and the cog-
nitive processes that underlie language, such
as memory and thinking (convergent, divergent,
and evaluative thinking). The impairment may be
manifested in listening, speaking, reading, writ-
ing, and sign language, although not necessarily
to the same degree in each. Aphasia may be seen
as an impairment in problem solving and infor-
mation processing. Problem-solving and infor-
mation processing both involve the use of all five
cognitive operations (recognition/understanding;
memory; and convergent, divergent and, evalu-
ative thinking); the four types of content (figural,
symbolic, semantic (content, form, and use)),
and behavioral (use/pragmatics); and the five
products or associations (units, classes, rela-
tions, systems, and transformations). Interven-
tion focuses on the stimulation of these abilities,
but especially on the stimulation of the cognitive
processes underlying language comprehen-
sion and production. A solid rationale for lan-
guage intervention in adult aphasia is based on
the notion that language is essential to one’s
human essence and that treatment can affect
a change in a patient’s communicative compe-
tence (Chapey, 2008).

As one of the types of psychological care,
medical correction (hereafter — MC) is aimed
at correcting the peculiarities of the psychologi-
cal development of a person who does not corre-
spond to the accepted optimal model; formation
of necessary psychological features that will pro-
mote its socialization and adaptation to modern
living conditions. Along with MC, there is the con-
cept of “psychological correction” (hereafter —
PC), their tasks are virtually identical: the cor-
rection of disorders of the cognitive-emotional
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sphere of the individual or his behavior, but in
the implementation of MC provides medical care.
The term PC became widespread in the early
1970s. There are still debates about whether
a psychologist can engage in psychotherapeutic
(therapeutic) activities. There are treatment (psy-
chotherapy) and rehabilitation from the correc-
tion of certain psychological problems and psy-
choprophylaxis at all stages, especially during
the implementation of secondary and tertiary
prevention. However, the question of the rela-
tionship between the concepts of “psychother-
apy” and “psychological correction” remains
unresolved. At present, psychologists are trained
in Ukraine, who professionally provide medical
and psychological care. It should be noted that
the biopsychosocial paradigm of the etiopatho-
genesis of mental disorders takes into account
the influence of all factors (biological, psycho-
logical and social) on the development of these
disorders. The importance of the psychological
factor in the etiopathogenesis of a disease deter-
mines the tasks and methods of MC.

Medical correction is a form of influence on
the psyche, and through it on the whole body.
Patients are provided with professional care by
psychological means, solving their psycholog-
ical problems during medical care for any dis-
ease. MC’s psychological approaches cover
the following concepts: interpersonal interaction,
psychological means, psychological problems
and conflicts, cognitive processes, relationships,
attitudes, emotions, etc.

Psycho-corrective influence in medical cor-
rection is a type of clinical and psychological
intervention, which is characterized by certain
goals, choice of means of influence, functions,
theoretical validity, empirical verification and pro-
fessional actions.

There are the following groups of methods
of influence in MC: methods of strengthening
the regulation of mental functions, the develop-
ment of emotional self-control, improving mental
self-regulation in terms of actualization of the psy-
chophysical state of man and the existing disease;
methods aimed at finding a solution to a specific
problem during the initial diagnosis of a serious
illness, complications or unexpected recurrences;
methods of general correction of personal values,
worldview and attitude to one’s life (during or after
treatment of the disease).

According to the method of corrective effects
medical correction can be diractive or non-direc-
tive. The theoretical basis of MC is scientific psy-
chology, psychological theories and concepts that
reveal the psychological meaning of the concepts
of “norm” and “pathology” and form a system
of methods of influencing the patient’s psyche.

There are three main areas in psychotherapy,
which are theoretical and practical basis of MC:
psychodynamic, behavioral and “experience”

approach. This corresponds to three main areas
of psychology: psychoanalysis, behaviorism
and existential-humanistic psychology. Each
of them is characterized by its own approach to
understanding the personality, personality dis-
orders and interpretation of the psychogenesis
of diseases or morbid conditions and the logi-
cally related system of psychological influence.

MC is aimed at emotional support and atten-
tion to the patient’'s experiences; expansion
of consciousness and increase of psychological
competence of the patient; correction of the atti-
tude to the disease and the problems caused
by it, which affect the patient’s condition (from
“deadlock” to “choice of solution”); increas-
ing stress and crisis tolerance; development
of realism and pluralism of worldview; formation
of skills of full existence in case of iliness. The
choice of tasks and methods of MC depends
on the features of the disease or disorder to
which it is applied: mainly functional or organic
nature of somatic or mental pathology; revers-
ibility of painful phenomena. When correct-
ing or preventing disorders, e. g, mental dis-
orders, the MC should take into account both
environmental factors, etiological and patho-
genic factors of the disorder, and psychological
characteristics of man, due to his constitution
and personal characteristics.

The implementation of medical correction
involves establishing contact with the patient,
giving him the opportunity to speak out, emo-
tional support, information about the disease,
in particular, emphasizing not only the negative
aspects, but also the positive ones. It is neces-
sary together with the patient to achieve a change
in his attitude to the disease and life problems; to
form a list of possible solutions; to make a choice
of the decision, to define strategy of behavior,
optimum from the point of view of the patient,
but also effective according to the doctor; to
accompany the patient in mastering the chosen
strategy of behavior or making decisions about
specific life circumstances; complete the course
of MC summarizing the work with the patient.
The effectiveness of MC depends on the quality
of the content of measures, their timeliness, ade-
quacy and relevance of the patient’s condition,
his individual. features and lifestyle.

Psychological counseling is a type of psy-
chological assistance based on organized inter-
action (conversation) between a psychologist
and a client with observance of parity non-di-
rective conditions of cooperation, respect for
the client’s personality, belief in the so-called
“internal resource” (potential) of each person to
solve the psychological difficulties of the client.
This is the provision of psychological assistance
to people who are within the psychological norm
in the adaptation, development and expansion
of personal potential.
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In modern world psychology, two concepts
should be distinguished. The term “consulting”
is used to describe counseling on a wide range
of social issues, usually related to the profes-
sional sphere. The term “counselling” — coun-
seling, mentoring, psychological assistance is
used to describe to reflect the meaning of psy-
chological assistance, in particular counseling in
the field of mental life.

Psychological correction is a set of methods
of subject-object influence on the client in order
to correct “flaws” in the way of thinking or behav-
ior of the latter.

The following approaches to the defini-
tion of psychocorrection should be mentioned:
psychological correction as a way to prevent
neuropsychiatric disorders in children A. Spi-
vakovskaya (CnmakoBckasi, 1988); a method
of psychological influence aimed at creating opti-
mal opportunities and conditions for the devel-
opment of personal and intellectual potential
of the child G. Burmenska, O. Karabanova,
A. Leaders, (bypmeHckaa n gp., 1990), or as
a set of techniques used by a psychologist to
correct the psyche or behavior of a mentally
healthy person R. Nemov (Hemos, 2008).

Conclusions. The research shows that it is
established that the basic structural component
of speech communication is a speech utterance,
which is a speech action, which has features
similar to any other action, namely: motivation
and purposefulness, hierarchical organization.

One of the main conditions of speech com-
munication is the feedback provided by the acts
of transmission and receipt of the speech mes-

sage. The rupture of the connection between
these mechanisms in local brain lesions, which
leads to the destruction of speech activity
and makes it impossible to communicate, lies
at the heart of aphasia.

As for the field of our investigation, the cen-
tral defect in all forms of aphasia is a violation
of the communicative function of speech, which
in difficult cases leads to the complete inability
of patients to verbally communicate, to a change
in the social and family status of the patient,
his attitude to both his personality and the sur-
rounding reality, that's why we studied such
basic concepts as communication, personali-
ty-oriented approach, medical and psychologi-
cal correction.

Summarizing what has been stated gives rea-
son to state that the effectiveness of communica-
tive activity is largely determined by the degree
of mastery and representation in communicative
interaction of various means of communication:
both speech and non-verbal. These tools not only
allow you to solve communicative tasks through
the performance of communicative actions, but
also ensure the implementation of the inter-
active, perceptive and informational aspects
of communication. Communicative means deter-
mine the success of the operational component
of this activity and serve to implement the main
functions of communicative activity.

Therefore, we consider the psychological cor-
rection of speech as a set of methods of sub-
ject-object influence on the client in order to cor-
rect speech and thinking disorders that regulate
behavior in a particular speech situation.

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The article presents the results of diagnostics of the state of formation of the communicative function
in children with learning difficulties in the primary level of school with the aim of correcting problems.
The purpose of the study is to highlight communication skills in order to correct the shortcomings of their
formation. The research uses the method of finding out the meaningful characteristics of communicative
activity, its diagnosis and methods of corrective influence.

Results. It was established that the state of the communicative function of children with learning difficulties
is not formed in accordance with the normative development, which is reflected in the educational process
of children of this category. For the purpose of formation, it is necessary to carry out both a differentiated
and an individual approach, which will contribute to the improvement of the state of the communicative function
and the thinking process. For the formation of communicative abilities and skills, the course “Oral (spoken)
communication” (author E.V. Yakubovska, 2016) is introduced into the program for grades 1-4 of a special
school, which can be used when working with children in inclusive rehabilitation centers with a diagnosis
mental retardation.

Its task includes the process of mastering conversational speech based on the correction of all components
of the speech act: to help children understand and generalize the speech experience they have, to improve
such qualitative characteristics of oral speech as pronunciation, tempo, diction, intonation, expressiveness;
to increase their general culture of speech communication and communication. Conclusion. Children with
learning disabilities lag behind their peers in communicative activity. In the process of forming social interaction
skills in elementary school students, it is necessary to implement both a differentiated and an individual
approach, related to the depth of intellectual underdevelopment of a specific child, the level of his mental
and physical ability to work, and the emotional and volitional sphere. It is necessary to conduct classes that
emphasize the communicative function of speech, pragmatics and semantics of speech, establish the rules
of conducting a conversation, take into account the para-linguistic aspect, which includes kinesthetics,
